MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL, WEDNESDAY, April 17, 2019
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne.  Present were council members Jim Wartman, Randy Tiegs, Robyn Geldner, and Janet Boese.  Also present were Troy Koester, Greg Graham, Sam Menne, Al Christenson and Police Chief Karl Haugen.
Motion Wartman, seconded Tiegs to approve minutes from the March 20, 2018 meeting.  Motion carried.
Police Chief Haugen provided monthly report, hiring of part time officer and email alert system, Chief conference and more patrol.
Al Christenson, Tri County Solid Waste director provided information on paying for cleaning up the compost site.  A contractor has been selected and work will commence when the site dries out.  Once materials are removed signage, camera’s and other security measures will be initiated to control use and access to the site.

Greg Graham from the Henderson Fire Department presented plans for a storage expansion project that will include a space for emergency management supplies and other City of Henderson owned equipment.  The consensus was to move forward and get plans signed by an architect, hire a contractor and get it built and finance up to $55,000 with the city putting in $10,000 up front plus an additional $10,000.
City Administrator reported on activity report, discussions with Le Sueur and attorney on JPA; FEMA on 2018 Disaster, Sibley loader purchase (equipment committee instructed to work out the best deal and order), elections and election equipment, making repairs to the Henderson pump house/emergency management building (approximate costs $15,000-Fries, Boelter. Wingnut, Spellman to do work), Board of Review April 30 at 1 PM and other monthly activities.
MRVPUC-no meeting
Wartman reported on receipt of grant for native grass planting and timeline for installation.
Mayor Menne reported on Ridgeview and Sibley County 6 legislation status.
Geldner reported on Small Business classes has administered by Amy Nelson attending in April (she also plans to go to June League meeting).
Tiegs and Geldner reported on Sibley County Municipalities meeting-Al Christenson program, great meal, good attendance. 

Boese asked about dirt bikes on the levee and other related issues.
Tiegs reported on his discussions with Chief Kelly and Sheriff Nienaber that Chief Haugen is not effectively using his mentoring options and opportunities.  Also, the appropriate schedule is not being supplied Sibley Cunty for who is on duty. These and other items will be discussed at the upcoming Personnel Committee meeting.  He also asked about the status of the hydrant at Jerry Trimbo corner (will be replaced when school is out) and taking Blazer and other vehicle off insurance plan (done) and reported on ambulance service.
