MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL, WEDNESDAY, August 21, 2019
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne; present were council members Jim Wartman, Randy Tiegs, Robyn Geldner and Janet Boese.  Also present were Troy Koester, Brad Fries, Jeff Steinborn, Cory James and Police Chief Karl Haugen.
Motion Wartman, seconded Tiegs to approve minutes from the July 17, 2019 meeting.  Motion carried.
Brad Fries requested waiver of fees for single family units in Oak View Heights on 606 Beverly Circle.  Motion Tiegs, seconded Boese to approve the request -final completion no later than December 31, 2020.  Motion Carried.

Police Chief Haugen provided monthly report, hiring of part time officers-7 interviews, arrests and other monthly activities.  Discussion on responding to posts on Facebook; Officer Schmidt parking on private property and enforcement of distracted driving.
Cory James discussed the 2018 South 6th Street Project.  He was instructed to resolve issues with the contractor:  hump is 9 inches over specifications in Mill street intersection; there are problems with the spring/tile line adjacent to the steps by St. Joseph church; sodding issues, drainage issues on adjacent streets. No additional payment or action taken until further discussion with WW Blacktop (scheduled for September 24, 2019).

City Administrator reported on activity report, discussions with Le Sueur and Attorney Vose on JPA; FEMA on 2018 Disaster, JPA, water piping, compost site and other monthly activities.
Wartman reported that native grass planting will be done in the fall of 2019-Tiegs questioned whether the area should be mowed.  After discussion no changes were made, and planning will continue to plant the area in native grasses.
Gustafson will be reviewing sidewalks not in compliance with Henderson City Cod and contact property owners and regarding repairs/replacement.

Non-profit organization will be contacted to assist in funding city street sign replacements based on the review, investigation and information submitted by Wartman and Boese-project estimated to cost in the $10,000 range-2020 project.
Mayor Menne reported on meeting with MNDOT and discussions with the Governor’s Office on Flood Mitigation project and possibilities.
Mayor Menne will look at calling a special meeting during the first week in September to discuss the status of the JPA, water improvement project and other issues and that there was a recent Personnel Committee meeting to discuss police department operations.
