MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, JANUARY 15, 2014
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne at the community meeting room.  Present were council members Jeff Steinborn, Kelly Braun, Randy Tiegs, and James Brenno. Motion Steinborn, seconded Brenno to approve the agreement with I & S Group to provide Engineering Services of items 1, 3 and 4 on their park services proposal.  Motion carried.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Braun to approve the agreement with Engan Associates for a facility assessment/historic structures report per the proposal submitted per budget.  Motion carried.
