MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, May 16, 2018
Meeting called by City Clerk Lon Berberich at 6:00 P.M at the city garage for inspections-resumed at meeting room at 7:00 P.M. Present were council members Robyn Geldner, Jim Wartman and Randy Tiegs.  Also present were Bruce Gustafson, James Kroehler, Eileen Brandt, Rachel Wittrock, Denny Graham, Jessy Dols and representatives from Republic Services.
Inspection on city garage and equipment, discussion on flag and banner installation (Bruce will assist), inspection of old pump house building, water pump house, South 6th Street project and library (Steve Fries will be asked to look at library building)

Motion Wartman, seconded Geldner to approve minutes from the April 18, 2018 meeting.  Motion carried.

Police Chief Haugen provided monthly report, interviewing part time officer with recommendation to hire Jessy Dols and law enforcement needs and requirements for dances and public events including roll-ins and how pedestrian control is going to be accomplished; Sauerkraut Days and the June 7-9 Prince event. Members of the city council voiced their concerns that they are looking for more outreach and public contact by the Henderson Police Department.  Also, that the ordinance for having a law officer present at a public dance be enforced.
Chief Haugen recommends hiring of Jessy Dols as a City of Henderson part time police officer.  Discussion on background, qualifications and prior employment.
Motion Geldner, seconded Wartman to accept the recommendation to hire Jessy Dols.  Voting for Geldner, Wartman; opposed Tiegs.  Motion carried 2-1.

Denny Graham representing the Henderson Sauerkraut Days committee requested permission to use public property for events as submitted for the June 22-24 weekend celebration.  Motion Tiegs, seconded Geldner to approve this request-motion carried.

Representatives from Republic Services went over first draft items of a potential new agreement and discussed how the recycle market is evolving and changing.  After city council input new rate structures will be developed and submitted at an upcoming meeting.
City Administrator reported on activity report, housing study presentation, insurance policy updates (volunteer policy submitted for review) and other monthly activities and financial policies and the status of the flood mitigation plan and discussions with the City of Le Sueur relating to wastewater.
Motion Geldner, seconded Tiegs to approve the volunteer policy as provided by the League of Minnesota Cities and recommended for approval by the Henderson City Attorney.  Motion carried.

Tiegs and Berberich reported on Sibley County meeting-most of the discussion centered around the medical school and housing.
Fire district and MRVPUC meetings are upcoming.
Wartman reported that modifications will be made to the south trail and the north trail will be closed at the bridge.

Wartman, Tiegs and Geldner reported on inspections and equipment.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Wartman to approve the April end of month report.  Motion carried.
