MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, MAY 17, 2017
Meeting called to order at 7:30 P.M. by Acting Mayor Kelly Braun-(Mayor Paul Menne arrived shortly after the start of the meeting) at the community meeting room.  Present were council members Randy Tiegs, Robyn Geldner, Kelly Braun and Jim Wartman.  Also present were Police Chief Karl Haugen, Connie Rau, Megan Graham, Mr. and Mrs. Loren Edberg, Brendan Moore, Eileen Brandt and Baylye Andersen.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Wartman to approve minutes from the April 19 meeting.  Motion carried.

Police Chief Haugen reported on monthly activities, washing and upkeep of vehicles, nuisance and weed enforcement (explanation on who gets notices, how often and why) and discussed increasing enforcement.  He is waiting for a speed sign to be installed on Sibley County Road 6.  Council Member Tiegs suggested keeping law enforcement on duty until 4 or 5 AM on Sauerkraut Days weekend.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Braun to approve Resolution 2017-03 related to PERA eligibility for part time police officer Luiken.  Motion carried.
Connie Rau and Megan Graham appeared before the council to provide information on 2017 Sauerkraut Days June 23-25. They presented plans dealing with parking, use of public space, closing off streets and other details associated with the event.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Geldner to approve and allow the use of City of Henderson public space as presented for Sauerkraut Days.  Motion carried.

Graham also indicated they will increase their support for the shelter project up to $50,000 to be paid back over up to 10 years with the City of Henderson taking care of electrical improvements and commit the approximate $10,000 which includes professional fees as originally agreed upon.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Braun to accept the committed support and terms as discussed above, reject all previous bids and offers and move forward with rebidding the project.  Motion carried
Brendan Moore addressed the council regarding the flood mitigation presentation held earlier at the Henderson RoadHaus.  He strongly supports the Highway 19 option and recommends the city council states their preference for that option.  Extensive discussion ensued.  Motion Geldner, seconded Wartman to support the Highway 19 option as presented for the flood mitigation project.  Motion carried.

Sibley County Surveyor Avery Grochow appeared before the council to discuss mapping Henderson through the GIS system and discussed how this could be worked into the Sibley County plan and budget.  After extensive discussion it was decided to table the matter until more information could be obtained from Sibley County elected officials and staff on how Henderson would benefit from the plan in a timely manner. 

  Loren Edberg appeared before the council asking for approval for a 40 x 50 addition to his business for a property he purchased at 211 North 5th Street.  After review of the application and a long discussion relating to use there was a motion by Geldner, seconded by Wartman to approve the application as a continuing commercial use provided construction and installation satisfies all other facets of the building and zoning code including setbacks, drainage, height, appearance, etc. per the plan as submitted.  Motion carried 3-2- In favor Menne, Geldner, Wartman-Opposed Tiegs, Braun.
City Administrator reported on activity report, Wi-Fi project status, Corps inspection and ditch cleaning, large item pickup, permits, MDH food licensing and broadband options including Jaguar permit to use right of way for fiber installation.
Motion Geldner, seconded Tiegs to allow Jaguar to use public right of way for  fiber installation provided that public drops/hook-up are provided for the Market Square lots which includes Henderson Fire District and City of Henderson property at no charge.  Motion carried

Menne reported on Henderson Fire District meeting: thought things went well; new fire fighter, plans for new engine pumper; working on SOP, cleaning and painting, district is looking at selling excess equipment.

Wartman, Tiegs and Geldner reported on MRVPUC-financials are looking good; moving to have the plant operator do more management.
Wartman and Braun reported on their visit to the taxidermy property and that it does not appear to be a financial fit for the community at this time.
Geldner reported on large item pickup and discussion with Scrap jack; Berberich will contact and ongoing solar garden discussions.
