MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, JULY 20, 2016
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne at the community meeting room.  Present were council members Randy Tiegs, James Brenno and Kelly Braun.  Also present were Lisa Bigham, Gordie Regenscheid, and Fran Bigaouette from the Minnesota Department of Transportation, Sam Parker Region 9, Darrel Mosel, Rod Schumacher, Matt Thibert, James Rosenthal and Jen Wartman.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Braun to approve minutes from the June 15, 2016 meeting.  Motion carried.
Written Henderson Police Department report-chief interviews will start in August.

MNDOT staff including Lisa Bigham, Gordie Regenscheid, and Fran Bigaouette presented long range plans and how the Henderson area will be affected in the next 5-10 years.  Many questions were asked and answered with some things unknown.  Region 9 staff provided input as well.  
Darrel Mosel introduced himself and indicated he was running for the Minnesota House for this area.

James Rosenthal provided information on getting a cannon to be placed west of the existing museum.  He still needs additional approval from the federal government to complete the transaction. 
Motion Tiegs, seconded Braun to approve the Rosenthal request contingent upon securing the necessary federal and/or state military approval and that the City of Henderson not be held liable for any installation, maintenance, security, mobility, placement issues and that the piece of equipment be positioned in appealing manner blending in with the landscape.  Motion carried.

City Administrator reported on activity report, Wi-Fi project status, comprehensive plan updates, request to rename alley in Block 68, dirty water complaints, wasp complaints and flood mitigation project.
New Leaf Development requested that the alley in Block 68 west of the existing 4 unit single family housing complex be renamed Cloverdale Lane and that they be allowed to blacktop that portion of the alley.  Motion Brenno, seconded Braun to approve this request with the understanding that the property owner is responsible for any improvements, maintenance and care related to gravel, blacktop, snow plowing, landscaping, lawn care, etc.  Motion carried 3-1 voting in favor Brenno, Braun and Menne-opposed Tiegs.

ISG Group provided an update on the flood mitigation project.  They will be attending the August 15 meeting with MNDOT as a City of Henderson representative and plan to submit a consultant proposal when they are due later this fall.

Tiegs and Brenno report on MRVPUC activities.  The new operator was introduced long range planning is being done relating to the digester, permit is being amended.

Motion Braun, seconded Brenno to approve the following city bills; while approved the check for the Henderson Fire District for $24,842.43 should not be issued until the 2015 audit is presented to city staff-motion carried.
