MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, AUGUST 19, 2015
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne at the community meeting room.  Present were council members Jeff Steinborn, Randy Tiegs and James Brenno.  Also present were Layne Wilbright, Doug Thomas, Byron Jost, Curt Blaschko and Cheryl Blaschko.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Steinborn to approve minutes from the July 22, 2015 meeting.  Motion carried.
Review of the July monthly written report as submitted by Police Chief Haken.

Council Member Steinborn introduced Ordinance 231 relating to golf carts for first reading.  Multiple changes made to the language of the ordinance.  Revisions will be made and second reading will be September 16.

Council Member Tiegs introduced Ordinance 232 as it relates residency of predatory offenders.  After reading it Tiegs moved to waive second reading and have adopted upon publication in the Henderson Independent; seconded by Brenno and unanimously carried.

Layne Wilbright, LS-H Community Education Director provided the city council with information and an overview of the services provided and programs with specific emphasis on Henderson activities. He will provide an additional update in October.

Doug Thomas, Curt Blaschko and Cheryl Blaschko appeared on behalf of New Leaf Development to waive building permit fees, water meter fees and approve a $30,000 low interest low for a 4 bedroom senior unit.

After substantial discussion and questions and answers the following action was taken.

Motion Brenno, seconded Steinborn to approve the New Leaf Development, Inc. request to build a 4 unit senior housing project at their property on South 5th Street and accept and approve their letter of intent and $30,000 loan request as follows:  Loan would be for 24 months, 3% interest, semiannual payments, city would take second position to bank on the property/project at closing filing and upon verification, $10,000 would be due immediately as a balloon payment upon closing on the sale of each individual unit.  Motion carried.

It is anticipated this project/drawdown would be late December/early January 2015/16.
City Administrator reported on activity report and codes and policies, Bolton and Menk mitigation project, I and S project with wall replacement, status of disaster 4182,  the funded Blanding mobile community application project, ISO report, historic district signs,   and kiosk project.
Tiegs and Steinborn reported on MVPUC  meeting-still looking at a joint meeting. Steinborn  reported that SEDCO would be reorganizing under a new 15 member appointed board.
Menne and Steinborn reported on comp plan meeting.

Motion Brenno, seconded Steinborn to approve the city bills-motion carried.
