MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, NOVEMBER 16, 2016
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne at the community meeting room.  Present were council members Randy Tiegs, James Brenno, Kelly Brain and Jeff Steinborn.  Also present were Police Chief Bruce Kelly, Robyn Geldner, Jim Wartman and Troy Koester
Motion Brenno, seconded Steinborn to approve minutes from the October 16, 2016 meetings.  Motion carried.
Henderson met as the canvassing board and declared Robyn Geldner and Jim Wartman winners for the 4 year team city council seats and Paul Menne was declared winner for the 2 year Mayor seat.

Chief Kelly reported on monthly activities, status and ads for full and part time officers and meeting with Bob Malz regarding the Henderson Police Chief position.  The Henderson Personnel committee interviewed Malz for the position on a part time basis and recommended offering him the position per the attached criteria.  Motion, Benno, seconded Steinborn, to offer Bob Malz the job-motion carried Extensive discussion-incoming members Wartman and Geldner for the hire; Tiegs not in favor; Kelly recommended approval.  Motion carried 4-1 with Tiegs opposed. (Upon receipt and review of the offer Malz subsequently turned in down and the process continued).
Discussion on Henderson Fire District status, make up and membership.  Mayor Menne appointed himself to replace James Brenno on the district Board effective immediately and Robyn Geldner to replace Jeff Steinborn effective January 3, 2017.  Motion Brenno, seconded Tiegs to approve this appointment-motion carried.  There was discussion to hold a special meeting of the district board but after further consideration that idea was later dropped.
City Administrator reported on activity report, Wi-Fi project status, and comprehensive plan updates-(meeting with Tyrone Township in December), revised CATV and franchise agreement (will discuss further in January), flood mitigation project and Tap sidewalk, trail, handicapped access grant from the Minnesota Department of Transportation.
Brenno and Tiegs reported on MRVPUC meeting and 2017 budget.
