MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, NOVEMBER 21, 2012
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Tim Nytes at the community meeting room.  Present were council members Randall Tiegs, Paul Menne, Kelly Braun and Les Mediger.  Also in attendance was Emergency Management Director Tom Phillips.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Mediger to approve minutes from the October 17, 2012 meeting.
Emergency Management Director Tom Phillips presented proposals for a siren system with installation and potential location to serve the north side of the city.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Menne, to accept the proposal from Federal Signal Corporation for $12,686.06; the City of Le Sueur to install the pole; Alpha Wireless to provide the radio set-up, the preferred location to be in the North 4th Street wastewater pump station area with Tom Phillips to handle selecting the most appropriate cost and installation method for underground work-costs to be paid for with proceeds from to be issued equipment bond.  After discussion and questions and answers the motion carried.  

Discussion on water pressure booster pumps station located in the South 9th Street/Minnesota Street area to serve West Ridge/Maple Ridge Developments.  After phone discussions with Water Superintendent James Kroehler and Dave Braun from Power Process a motion made by Mediger, seconded Tiegs to accept the proposal from Power Process of Chanhassen for a Duplex Pressure Booster with an installed price of $39,840 (second quote from W.W. Goetsch not available but according to Kroehler price was over $50,000 installed); Braun indicated installation would take 6-8 weeks; the city would retain any salvage value for the existing equipment-costs to be paid for from proceeds from a pending revenue bond to be issued-motion carried.
City Administrator Berberich provided I & S project updates (additional information available on the reducing/pump station project available at the next workshop), capital outlay items (more details available at workshop-approval December 19); FEMA project updates; radio grant; monthly activities report complete blacktop patching in the Ridge Road area), letter to LS-H cable, details on the Corps report compliance and election summary (results were canvassed at the November 14 workshop).
Discussion on other emergency management related items and MNCS flood insurance requests and Board of Equalization requirements.

Motion Menne, seconded Mediger to authorize Mayor Nytes to sign the letter to LS-H CATV regarding non appropriation on funds in 2013 and beyond.  Motion carried.
Mediger reported on recent MRVPUC activities.
