MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL, THURSDAY, NOVEMBER 12, 2020
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne; present were council members Robyn Geldner, Randy Tiegs and Jim Wartman.  Also, present Police Chief Dimitri Ikonitski, Alex Schmidt, Rachel Miller, Jeff Steinborn, Alison Jones and Chris Knutson (Todd Hagen joined via Zoom. Social distancing methods were implemented and Zoom used.
Motion Geldner, seconded Wartman to approve the minutes from October 21, 2020 meeting. Motion carried.
2020 municipal election results as provided by Sibley County were reviewed.  Motion Geldner, seconded Wartman to certify the results as provided and declare Paul Menne elected as Mayor for a 2-year term and Steve Sellner and Amy Hardel elected as city council members for a 4-year termsstarting January 4, 2021.  Motion carried. 

Police Chief Ikonitski presented October report, downtown surveillance camera purchase/donation (budget over $6000) information, BCA post requirement updates, advertising for part time officers and response to the letter on speeding from Diane Hrabe at 109 S 5th Street. 
Chris Knutson from S.E.H. went over the latest information for the 2020 Sanitary Sewer/Utility/Street project with a recommendation to approve pay application 2 for $279,221.49.  Motion Wartman, seconded Geldner to approve pay application # 2.  Motion carried.  Work will begin on North 4th Street services as soon as possible-Berberich is reaching out to contractors (Council Member Tiegs indicated Parrott Contracting may be available).  Parrott completed the project December 9.  The city attorney and engineer would work together to draw up any necessary easements.
Todd Hagen from Ehlers and Associates made a presentation on the 2020A $2,880,000 Bond Sale results.  Northland Securities was the low bidder. Motion Tiegs, seconded Wartman to approve Resolution 2020-6 approving the bond sale as recommended.  Motion carried.

City Attorney Jones provided an update and briefing on theft of gravel, vacant properties, jury trials (There is getting to be more pressure to settle cases before they go to jury trial).  The consensus by the city council was to continue to give the city attorney latitude to decide on taking cases to jury trial or for settling.
City Administrator went over activity report, FEMA projects, updated League of Cities COVID information including CARES funding, street sign program and other items.
Fire Chief Tiegs reported that there are COVID 19 coverage concerns for area fire departments; Sibley County is working on a county wide mutual aid call and coverage procedure process.
