MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL ANNUAL MEETING, WEDNESDAY, January 16, 2019
Meeting called by Mayor at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne.  Present were council members Jim Wartman, Robyn Geldner, and Janet Boese.  Also present were Steve Sellner, Troy Koester and Police Chief Karl Haugen.
Mayor Menne and council Member Boese took their Oaths of Office (Tiegs was previously sworn in).

Motion Geldner, seconded Wartman to approve minutes from the December 19, 2018 meeting.  Motion carried.
Police Chief Haugen provided monthly report. He also indicated the roll-in group donated $855 for having graphics being put on the police vehicle.-acceptance with the vehicle being fully equipped by mid-February.  Motion Wartman, seconded Boese to accept the $855 donation; motion carried.
Steve Sellner reported on railing along Cedar Creek; he will work with Wingnut to get that replaced and to try to follow a Henderson theme; requested that he put crushed blacktop in his alley- status of his appointment to the compost site committee (Tri County Solid Waste Director Al Christenson is working on a plan-there will be a meeting in the spring; sidewalks are in bad shape-he is looking into grant funding alternatives.

Motion Boese, seconded Wartman to allow Steve Sellner to place crushed blacktop in the alley adjacent to his residence-motion carried;

Motion Wartman, seconded Boese to approve the refuse exception request submitted for 111 North 4th Street by the Thostsen’s-disposal and collection combined with Henderson Wine and Spirits business owned by the residents.  Motion carried.

City Administrator reported on activity report, discussions with Le Sueur and attorney on JPA; FEMA on 2018 Disaster, Sibley County 6 proposed legislation, hosting Sibley County meeting April 2 at the Henderson Roadhaus and other monthly activities.
Next MRVPUC meeting will be January 31 and Henderson Fire District on January 28; Berberich presented a summary of Henderson Lions Club $4252.56 donation.  Motion Boese, seconded Geldner to accept the financial donation for the various park projects from the Henderson Lions Club.  Motion carried.
Boese asked about limiting use of dump site at Allanson’s Park to campers; a method will be looked at (lock box system?) to implement in 2019.
