Motion Tiegs, seconded Braun to accept the proposal submitted by Don Boehne Construction to do 10 street patches and do other patching as requested and to be determined in cooperation with the Street Superintendent for a cost not to exceed $14,050.  Motion carried.

No action on truck proposals-more information will be researched on lease purchase options.

It will be attempted to modify the newly installed civil defense warning siren at 3rd and Market Street to take the place of the noon and 9 P.M. whistle, modifications will begin by June 25.

Berberich reported on the Joseph R. Brown meeting and activities.

Steinborn reported on the Sibley County EDA, Commissioners and staff visit to Henderson.

Mayor Menne reported on the strong towns presentation.
