MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, SEPTEMBER 18, 2013
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne at the community meeting room.  Present were council members Randall Tiegs, Jeff Steinborn, Kelly Braun and James Brenno.  Also present were Cory James, Police Chief Randy Haken, Street Superintendent Nick Pollack, Troy Schutte and Dean Koosman from Elite Sanitation, Don Burgess, Trisha Rosenfeld, Tammy Linkert and Troy Koester.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Steinborn approve minutes from the August 21 and September 11 meetings.  Motion carried.
Police Chief Haken presented the August monthly report plus hiring of part time officers, issuing 7 citations for illegal dumping at the recycle site and other monthly activities.
Trisha Rosenfeld from Xcel Energy introduced herself as the successor of Dave Pearson and explained her community relations role.
Troy Schuette and Dean Koosman from Elite Sanitation introduced themselves and provided updates on their services (current residential/recycle service providers).  They will most likely be back in November when assessments for non payment of services are made.

Cory James distributed and went over updated water plans.  Tank cleaning is in the process of being completed; Thein Well will be contacted regarding testing the water in the well and at the pool source and eliminate as much or the iron, etc. as possible; Hawkins will continue with their permitting process to begin feeding new cleaning chemicals; more aggressive flushing will be done the remainder of the year; notice will be sent to customers describing plans, I & S will continue with their study.
Don Burgess went over the Sibley County Radio Operators event to be held Saturday at the RoadHaus and was given permission to borrow signs.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Brenno to introduce Ordinance 229 and waive first reading to annex 18.5 acres of park land in Henderson Township.

Tammy Linkert asked when information on the siren test will be available.  No information from the MPCA available as of yet so the item was not put on the agenda for discussion.  The appropriate parties will be notified when city staff (attorney and emergency management director) have obtained the necessary information.

City Administrator Berberich reported on administration of Sibley County ARMER grant, the library project, joint powers update timeline and and other monthly activities.
Street Superintendent Pollack reported on truck bids and recommended purchase of the Mack with the Tow Master package and painting crosswalks.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Steinborn to accept the Street Superintendent recommendation for the truck and plow purchase, select the Mack engine option and due to reputation, street superintendent recommendation, ease of operation, warranty, comparisons in the market, resale and value retention, serviceability and other market factors and accept the bid from Bob Prow of Nuss Truck Group (Mack Trucks) for approximately $183,400 including equipment and trade-in provided satisfactory financing can be worked out, delivery date and warranty met and the necessary equipment available. Delivery and payment is not expected until 2014.  Motion carried.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Braun to approve painting crosswalks per the Street Superintendent proposal for a cost not to exceed $640.  Motion carried.
