MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, September 20, 2017
Meeting called by Mayor Menne at 7:00 P.M.  Present were council members, Robyn Geldner, Kelly Braun, Randy Tiegs and Jim Wartman.  Also present were Mary Menne and children, Christine McDonald, Amanda Fetcher, Brian Gersish, Amy Hardel, Police Chief Karl Haugen, Jennifer Nelson Peter Troeke and Troy Koester.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Wartman to approve minutes from the August 16, 2017 meeting.  Motion carried.

Police Chief reported on monthly activities-it was requested that the east end of town be monitored more closely for speeding.
Superintendent of LSH Schools Brian Gersich and staff presented detailed information on the upcoming levy referendum vote and answered questions.

Jennifer Nelson from SEMIF presented information about their programs and assistance they have provided in Sibley County and the surrounding area.  She requested a $250 contribution for their 2018 budget.  Motion Tiegs, seconded Braun to contribute $250 to SEMIF in 2018.  Motion carried.
Peter Troeke requested no parking signs, street closure, and use of the sliding hill property for the Robert Lawrence auction on October 14, 2017.  Motion Tiegs, seconded Braun to allow use of the requested public areas, close South 9th Street from 7 Am to 5 PM and put up no parking signs from St. Joseph Cemetery to Jehovah Church and have the Street Superintendent rope off other areas not to be used for auction sales.  Motion carried.

Discussion on solar proposals-Motion Tiegs, seconded Geldner to accept the proposal provided by Alan Wernke, IP-Solar for a Henderson Community Solar Garden.  Motion carried.  (After viewing the contract Mayor Menne did not sign and the contract has not been executed).
City Administrator reported on flood mitigation project (presentation on October 18) activity report, park building project, tree planting proposal, playground equipment, Jaguar options related to broadband (install in October) and North 6th Street project (Berberich will work with ISG on quotes).
Motion Braun, seconded Tiegs to accept the proposals for planting 7 trees and installing playground equipment as submitted and to be funded from contributions from the Henderson Lions Club gambling fund.  Motion carried.

Mennes and Braun reported on Henderson Fire District meeting and new members and equipment.
Tiegs and Wartman reported on MRVPUC-financials are looking good; still lots of things up in the air, special meeting October 5; reimbursement of excess funds; and filtering system bids.
