MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, OCTOBER 16, 2013
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne at the community meeting room.  Present were council members Randall Tiegs and Jeff Steinborn.  Also present were Police Chief Randy Haken, Street Superintendent Nick Pollack, City Attorney Alison Jones, Eileen Brandt and Troy Koester.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Steinborn approve minutes from the September 18 meeting.  Motion carried.
Police Chief Haken presented the September monthly report plus updated on the status of part time officers, decrease in illegal dumping at the recycle site, not taking possession of forfeiture vehicle due to high storage fees (Council Member Tiegs recommended getting information from Von Essen’s towing in St. Peter for any future tows) and other monthly activities.
A recommendation from the Henderson Fire District to appoint Lee Browning as a fire fighter was submitted to Administrator Berberich.

Motion Steinborn, seconded Tiegs to approve the Browning recommendation; motion carried-department now has 18 members.

City Attorney Alison Jones presented the Henderson Area Joint Powers Fire District agreement; Charges for Service Ordinance and land and building lease.  After discussion on all (additional discussion will be held and the November 13, workshop) the following motions were made:
Motion Tiegs, seconded Steinborn to authorize the Mayor and City Clerk to enter into the submitted and presented agreement provided all parties agree with the information to be included on the attachments as referred to in the agreement and to allow the city attorney to make minor non substantive changes to the agreement if necessary after further review and discussion.  Motion carried 3-0.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Steinborn to approve the lease agreement for lands, building and equipment to be used by the Henderson Fire District Joint Powers District as submitted, attached and discussed.  Motion carried 3-0.

Council Member Tiegs introduced Ordinance 230 establishing Charge For Emergency Response Services as submitted and revised and moved to waive reading, seconded Steinborn.  Motion carried.
Motion Steinborn, seconded Tiegs to adopt Ordinance 229 to annex 8.5 acres of park land in Henderson Township to become effective upon publication (City Clerk instructed to hold until at least November 21 until the ordinance is discussed with Henderson Township officials).  Motion unanimously carried.
City Administrator Berberich reported on administration of ARMER grant, the library project, water activities update and other monthly activities.
Steinborn reported that rates for services for the MRVPUC are going to increase in 2014, working on solving the dryer problem and that the punch list is substantially reduced.
Menne and Tiegs reported on the last park board meeting where Henderson Pride Day scheduled for Saturday, May 10, 2014 was discussed with a plan of action distributed.  Eileen Brandt went over her plan and ideas for the day.  Also planting of a Christmas tree, replanting the Japanese lilac, electrical work and water installation with a fountain on the Community Building grounds was discussed.
Mayor Menne appointed Eileen Brandt to the Henderson Park Board.  Motion Tiegs, seconded Steinborn to approve the appointment.  Motion carried.
