MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, December 19, 2018
Meeting called by Mayor at 7:00 P.M.  by Mayor Paul Menne.  Present were council members Jim Wartman, Robyn Geldner, Kelly Braun and Randy Tiegs. Also present were Representative Glen Gruenhagen, Sibley County Engineer Tim Becker, Sibley County Commissioner Bobbie Harder, Matt Young from MNDOT, John and Nancy Maloney, Roger Just, Tom Phillips, Steve Ernst, Troy Koester and Police Chief Karl Haugen.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Wartman to approve minutes from the November 21, 2018 meeting.  Motion carried.
Police Chief Haugen provided monthly report. He Reported he was still interviewing officers and hopes to have a recommendation shortly.  Tiegs asked about citations for snow emergency.  Discussion on new police car and donation-expects a January delivery. Discussion on donation for and policy for use of battery charger.  Motion Wartman, seconded Gelder to accept donation and approve the policy as submitted.  Motion carried 4-1 with Council Member Tiegs voting no.
Tim Becker, Sibley County Engineer reported on the potential Sibley County 6 flood mitigation project and asked the Henderson City Council for support for a pending bill to be authorized in the 2019 Minnesota Legislature.  Representative Glen Gruenhagen, Sibley County Commissioner Bobbie Harder, Tom Phillips and Roger Just (presented a draft letter) all provided their input and level of support.  Matt Young from MNDOT explained the type of support MNDOT would provide.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Geldner to support the Sibley County 6 flood mitigation legislation effort through the appropriate letters, documents, reports, background data and personal representation necessary to ensure the success of the project in consultation with representatives/staff at District 7 of the Minnesota Department of Transportation.  Motion carried.
Steve Ernst at 504 Beverly Lane addressed the council and provided documentation related to asking for a waiver from refuse and recycle service.  Motion Geldner, seconded Braun to grant the exception for calendar year 2019 and establish an application/permitting process going forward.  Motion carried.

John and Cathy Maloney asked about how taxes and values for their property was determined-they were referred to Sibley County and invited to the April 2019 Henderson board of Equalization meeting.

Hearing of utility, refuse and nuisance special assessment-no one in attendance.  Motion Tiegs, seconded Braun to approve as submitted through what balance is owed as of December 31, 2018.  Motion carried.

A letter from Larry Wigand requesting removal of refuse service for his rental property was not approved-written reply response to be sent.

City Administrator reported on activity report, discussions with Le Sueur on JPA; meeting with FEMA on 2018 Disaster, mill/overlay on Westridge Boulevard and South 6th Street project (ISG to be contacted on withholding final pay until hump and potential drainage issues are resolved), donations for Fries Park and other monthly activities.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Braun to accept donations for the Fries Park in Maple Ridge Addition ($535).  Motion carried
Berberich was instructed to work with Bob Vose to employ them as attorney as it related to the MRVPUC JPA-conference call with them and Ehlers and working on a response to the City of Le Sueur.  Draft of the correspondence will be shared with the city council.
Discussion on MRVPUC meeting and tabling of budget, rate increase and land purchase until 2019.
Tiegs indicated new fire truck should be ready and operational in January.
Review of equipment purchases and fund balance in the equipment fund-pay the for the Henderson Fire Department equipment first, then police car and accessories; then copier (original price for 25 copies per minute $2800-upon review current one is 35 pages per minute ($4200).  Motion Tiegs, seconded Braun to approve purchase priorities and take out of available fund balances.  Motion carried

 Discussion on using remaining balance for replacement of the Bobcat/loader.  Braun provided pricing on an appropriate piece of equipment.  After substantial discussion it was decided not to purchase that equipment at this time.
Motion Wartman, seconded Tiegs to get prices on a replacement for the Bobcat/a loader by October 1, 2019 and include that as the next priority purchase.  Motion carried.
Mayor Menne and Council Member Braun reported on the personnel committee report and 2019 salary recommendation.  Tiegs asked why members of the Henderson Police Department are not working hours later into the evening and that this needs to be a higher priority in 2019.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Wartman to accept the recommendations for 2019 salaries.  Motion carried.

Geldner asked if Fries could get the storm windows for the basement at the library installed.

Motion Wartman, seconded Tiegs to approve the following city bills-motion carried.  Motion carried.

Motion Geldner, seconded Wartman to continue with hiring Nelson and Jones as city attorney in 2019 at a rate of $120 per hour.  Motion carried.

Discussion on designation of an election polling place.  Questions on why the location changed (roll-in and adjacent alcohol sale concerns less than a week before the primary) in 2018; charge for use; other possible locations and if the action needs to be done now.

Mayor Menne suggested no action and instructed Berberich to check into using the Hilltop school location or possibly the meeting room.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Geldner to approve the revised meeting schedule.  Motion carried.
