MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, December 19, 2017
Meeting called by Mayor Paul Menne at 7:15 P.M.  Present were council members Kelly Braun, Randy Tiegs, Robyn Geldner and Jim Wartman.  Also present were Police Chief Karl Haugen, Janet Boese, Bill Boese, Cory James, Henderson Healthy Creative Economy group (Josh Reinitz, Terese Konechne Andrew Hunt); Troy Koester, Todd Hagen and Cory James.

Motion Wartman, seconded Tiegs to approve minutes from the November 21, 2017 meeting.  Motion carried.

Police Chief Haugen reported on monthly activities including snow emergency/snow bird policy.  Council Member Tiegs said it needs to be enforced much better-Haugen will continue working on this.  Tiegs also discussed parking in yellow and ticketing especially near the post office.  Haugen will enforce more strictly.
Hearing on delinquency special assessments called to order.  No comments.  Motion Braun, seconded Tiegs to approve as submitted and certify to the Sibley County Auditor. Motion carried.

William and Janet Boese appeared before the council to discuss change in classification from Ag-Non-Residential to residential property on recently purchased property.  Motion Wartman, seconded Tiegs to recommend to the Sibley County Assessor that the property be reclassified as Residential Non-homestead.  Motion carried.

They also asked about actions of questions they had relating to an arrest in August made by Police Chief Haugen.  Mayor Menne indicated the Personnel committee met with Haugen on the matter, he is still studying it and will respond to the Boese’s shortly.
Cory James from ISG reported on the bid date for the 6th Street project-January 12, 2018.  He will provide bid information at the first meeting in January 2018.

Todd Hagen from Ehlers Associations went over financing option for equipment purchases, South 6TH Street project and parks projects.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Braun to approve Resolution 2017-11 providing for the sale of the Series 2018A General Obligation Bonds.  Motion carried.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Braun to approve Resolution 2017-12 providing for the sale of Equipment Certificate Bonds.  Motion carried.

Motion Geldner Tiegs, seconded Braun to approve Resolution 2017-13 providing for hearing on tax abatement.  Motion carried.

Members from the Healthy Creative Economy group provided an update on their recent grant activity and formation of their group.  They requested the Henderson City Council allocate additional funds for meeting room and kitchen upgrades.  No action was taken.  Current items needed are paid for by users.

City Administrator reported on activity report, park building project, Jaguar options related to broadband, elevator contract and financial information.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Braun to leave mowing contract the same in 2018.  Motion carried (continue with Henderson Lawn Care)

Motion Wartman, seconded Geldner to accept the proposal from MEI for the door scanner as required by the Minnesota Department of Labor and Industry.  Motion carried.

Geldner, Tiegs and Wartman reported on MRVPUC including budget and rates-trying to hold the same as 2017; new screen project/design; separating flows; permit related things; what to do with fines; Tiegs resigning as Chair but staying on as a member.
Braun reported on Henderson Fire District meeting.

Menne reported on Personnel Committee meeting and recommendations.  Motion Tiegs to accept recommendation accept for increasing part time police extra duty-no second.  Motion Wartman, seconded Geldner to accept as submitted other than changing the 2018-part time police pay rate to $18.54.  Motion carried 4-1 with Tiegs opposed.
