MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL, WEDNESDAY, April 15, 2020
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M by Mayor Paul Menne-also on ZOOM; present were councils Jim Wartman (via phone/video), Randy Tiegs, Robyn Geldner, and Janet Boese in person.  Also present at the meeting room were Henderson Police Chief Dmitri Ikonitski, meeting moderator Jeff Steinborn-social distancing methods were implemented and followed.  Chris Knutson from S.E.H. participated via Zoom and others monitored the meeting through that method.  Mayor Menne explained the social distancing and Zoom meeting format and protocol.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Geldner to approve the minutes of the March 18, 2020 meeting. Motion carried-(Wartman yes by phone)
Police Chief Ikonitski presented his report and reviewed information, went over cases, discussed introducing an ordinance for rental unit licensing and looking into adding a second full time employee.  Comments- additional staffing right now not in the budget for a full time second employee; extensive discussion to continue to review operations and department needs but to table until June for more discussion and so additional analysis can be performed (budge, need, outcomes, safety, stability, reliability, revenue streams, reallocations, etc. were terms/topics used relating to the analysis).
City Administrator reported on activity report, discussion with Le Sueur on IPA/Wastewater agreement, FEMA on 2018 and 2019 disasters, debt balances and discussion with the auditor and First State Bank of Henderson, 2020 Board of Review date (April 22), lighting quotes for water tower-they will not be requested unless another group volunteers to spearhead paying for them; street sign quote (net about $3000 and Henderson Lions have agreed to pay for), finance plan, railing on Cedar (give Wingnut a deadline), COVID 19 staffing and facilities guidelines (league information on playground disclaimers being developed) and recommendations, S.E.H. proposal on levee and other monthly activities. 
Review of employment information related to COVID 19 virus- city employees may be using EFLSA and FLSA-will be determined next pay period.  Motion Tiegs, seconded Boese that City of Henderson employees resume regular work hours, schedules and assignments effective April 20, 2020 and follow all local, state, and federal guidelines including those established for COVID 19.  Motion carried 4-1 (Wartman no via phone).
Motion Tiegs, seconded Boese to continue with following Minnesota State Executive orders, CDC guidelines and other appropriate recommendations relating to COVID 19 through May 20, 2020 for city facility operations.  Motion carried (Wartman yes via phone).
Chris Knutson from S.E.H. went over his company proposal to provide services for the next phase of the Sanitary Sewer Infiltration Project.
Motion Geldner, seconded Tiegs to accept the proposal from Chris Knutson, S.E.H. for sanitary sewer work.  Motion carried (Wartman yes via phone).  

Menne reported on flood mitigation legislation, that flood fest has been postponed and that he has high hopes for funding if there is a bonding bill.
Menne went over community status as it relates to COVID 19-businesses struggling, he hopes the city can do what we can to assist; Henderson Independent adjusting and now going to every other week operations.
Geldner asked about the nature trail on Locust Street, bridge, stairs and trail to North 8th; assigned for Bruce Gustafson to review and address.
